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AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA
ON ECONOMIC COOPERATION

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the

Republic of Indonesia (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”),

Desiring to promote the development of economic cooperation between the
two countries, in areas of mutual interest, on the basis of equality, mutual

benefit and reciprocity,

Recognizing the importance of long-term measures for the successful
development of the cooperation and the strengthening of ties between the two
countries at various levels and, in particular, at the level of their economic

operations,

Taking into account the national legislation of the Hellenic Republic and

the Republic of Indonesia as well as their respective international obligations,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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ARTICLE 1
Objective

1. The Parties shall, make every effort to develop and strengthen economic
cooperation, on as broad a basis as possible, in all fields deemed to be in
their mutual interest and benefit. In applying this Agreement, the Hellenic
Republic shall respect the obligations arising from its membership to the
European Union.

2. Such cooperation shall be aimed in particular at:
a. Strengthening and diversifying economic links between the Parties; and
b. Encouraging cooperation between economic stakeholders, in the areas

referred to in Article 2 of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 2

Areas of Cooperation

1. The cooperation provided for in Article 1 shall extend, in particular, in the
following sectors:

trade promotion and investment;

small and medium sized enterprises;

industry;

banking and financial services;

information technology and telecommunications;

research and development;

medical equipment and health services;

infrastructure, logistics and transportation;

maritime and shipbuilding;
tourism, culture and creative industry;

k. agriculture and forestry;

I. energy;

m. environmental protection;

n. standardisation, conformity assessment procedures and metrology;
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0. education and human resources development:

p. other areas of cooperation that may be determined by mutual agreement;

2. The Parties shall consult in order to identify the priority sectors in their
cooperation as well as new sectors of economic cooperation.

ARTICLE 3
Cooperation Mechanisms

1. The economic cooperation provided for in this Agreement shall be carried
out through specific arrangements to be concluded by appropriate
stakeholders, in accordance with the respective relevant national legislation
of the Parties.

2. The Parties shall make every effort to facilitate economic cooperation, in
particular, by:
a) developing a favourable climate for investment;
b) promoting investment cooperation;
c) facilitating the exchange of commercial and economic information;
d) facilitating exchanges and contacts between their economicstakeholders;
e) encouraging trade promotion activities and business to business

activities such as fairs, exhibitions, symposia, etc.

ARTICLE 4

Joint Committee

1. The Hellenic-Indonesian Joint Committee on Economic Cooperation is
hereby established by the Parties with the aim of ensuring the
implementation of this Agreement.
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2. The Committee shall be co-chaired by the representatives of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of Indonesia.

The Committee shall be composed of an equal number of representatives of
the Parties. The Committee may request the assistance of officials from
different public bodies and institutions of both Parties and may also include
in its activities representatives of the private sector who may have an

interest in the promotion of mutual cooperation.

3. The Committee shall, among other:

A. serve as a consultative body for the Parties as regards to economic,
industrial and investment cooperation;

B. exchange information on current economic development,and economic-
related policies and regulations of each Party;

C. explore opportunities on economic cooperation between both Parties to
strengthen bilateral economic cooperation;

D. review and evaluate the progress made towards achieving the objectives
of this Agreement and, if necessary, formulate recommendations for its
implementation; and

E. determine its own working procedures and carry out any other function

necessary for the effective implementation of this Agreement.

4. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, the Joint Committee shall meet at
least once every 2 (two) years in person at the request of either Party,
alternately in the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Indonesia, at a place
and time to be mutually determined, through diplomatic channels, or by
video conference, or through any other means, as mutually determined by
the Parties.
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ARTICLE 5
Intellectual Property Rights

1. Both Parties shall ensure and protect the intellectual property rights of the
respective Parties in accordance with their respective national legislations
and international obligations.

2. In case of intellectual property rights resulting from the implementation of
any activities according to this Agreement, programs or projects, the Parties
shall conclude separate arrangements in accordance with their respective
national legislations and respective international obligations.

ARTICLE 6
Confidentiality

1. Each Party shall undertake to observe the confidentiality and secrecy of
documents, information and other data received or supplied to the other
Party during the period of implementation of this Agreement or any other

implementing arrangements made pursuant to the Agreement.

2. If either Party wishes to disclose any data and/or information resulted from
and/or supplied by the other Party for the cooperation activities under this
Agreement to any third party, the disclosing Party must obtain prior written
consent from the other Party before any disclosure can be made.

3. The Parties agree that the provisions of this Article shall continue to be
binding between the Parties notwithstanding the termination of this
Agreement.

4. This Article shall not prejudice the respective national legislation of the

Parties.
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ARTICLE 7
Expenses

Unless otherwise agreed, each Party shall bear the cost and expenses for its

participation in activities under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8
Dispute Settlement

Any dispute arising out of the interpretation and/or implementation of this
Agreement shall be settled amicably by consultations and/or negotiations
between the Parties, through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLEY

Amendment

This Agreement may be amended by mutual written consent of the Parties. Any
such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with paragraph 1 of Article

10 of this Agreement.

ARTICLE10
Entry into Force

1. This Agreement shall enter into force 30 (thirty) days after the date of the
last notification by which the Parties inform each other in writing, through
diplomatic channels about the completion of their respective internal

procedures required for its entry into force.

2. This Agreement shall be valid for a period of 5 (five) years and shall be
automatically extended for a subsequent period of 5 (five) years, unless
either Party notifies the other Party in writing, through diplomatic channels,
of its intention to terminate this Agreement at least 6 (six) months in
advance.
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3. The termination of this Agreement shall not affect any ongoing program
and/or activity undertaken within the framework of this Agreement until the

completion of such program and/or activity.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized
thereto by their respective Goverments, have signed this Agreement.

Done in New York, on 23”3 in the year Two Thousand and
Nineteen, in two originals, each in the Greek, Indonesian, and English
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence in

interpretation, the English text will prevail.
